Wendy Haynes Connor first met Meher Baba in May of 
1958 when He visited Myrtle Beach for the third and last time. 
In 1962 Wendy traveled to India with her family to be with 
Him at the East-West Gathering in Pune. In 1965, at Baba’s 
direction, the Haynes family moved to Meher Center in Myrtle 
Beach where Wendy’s mother, Jane Haynes, helped Elizabeth 
Patterson and Kitty Davy in the day-to-day work of maintain-
ing the retreat. Jane served as president of the Center through 
the 1980s and early 90s.

Musical guest Buz Connor has been a follower of Meher 
Baba since 1971. Buz has produced two recordings, The Glory 
of Love and Open Up the Door, and has played on numerous 
other Baba tapes and CDs. Once on the porch at Meherazad, 
Mehera told Buz that he must always sing songs for Baba, and 
she remarked that Buz’s beautiful singing voice was most like 
Baba’s. This will be Buz’s second visit to Baba House as our 
Sahavas featured musician.

Location: Baba House, the name Bhau gave to the rural, 
3-acre home of Dave & Betty Lowman, is in the beautiful 
Willamette Valley village of Scotts Mills, about 45 minutes  
south of Portland. In addition to 2 small barns, there is a 
stage and large pandal for gatherings and meals.

Climate: Usually sunny and warm, could be low 70s to 
mid 80s. Evenings cool. It can rain at any time in Oregon.

Activities: Music, talks, morning arti, dhuni, games, book-
store and the toddy shop.

Children’s Craft & Play Area: Two helpers will lead 
activities and crafts for children ages 3 and up. There will 
be an opportunity to perform, if they like. This is not to be 
considered childcare, parents retain responsibility for their 
children at all times.

Meals: Friday dinner; Saturday all 3 meals; Sunday 
breakfast only.
